	Traffic - Person struck by road or farm vehicles resulting in injury or death.

	Pre road safety discussion.
Appropriate adult/child ratios

Keep children in a group close together

Children walk with a partner

Maintain appropriate calm behaviors at all times

Adult give instruction and direction at road crossing

Adult wait in empty road to usher children across safely

Walking at all times – no running or tom foolery

Adult check driveways before passing

Check for farm vehicles in fields and countryside

Staff have mobile phone and emergency contact details

Pedestrian crossings are used whenever possible

	Water – Person falling into water resulting in injury, cold water shock, drowning or hypothermia
	All children and adults
	Bodies of water located on maps prior to walk.
Pre walk safety discussion

Adult consider weather conditions and impact on bodies of water before walk – consider and plan appropriately

Adult guide children past water safely.
Avoid water if not safe to cross/pass

Check bridges before crossing

Appropriate footwear

	Fall or trip resulting in injury.
	All children and adults
	Leading adult always walk in front of children – children follow

Keep children organized and well managed
First aider on-site with first aid kit
Vigilance – looking up and looking down for hazards

Keep to tracks, paths and clear areas wherever possible
Avoid high ascend and steep decline

Ensure all walkers are able to walk upright on two feet at all times

Use extra vigilance when crossing rough terrain.
